Abstract: Any scientific intercession that has as objective, the understanding of 
the significances of the “principle of law” needs to have an interdisciplinary 
character, the basis for the approach being the philosophy of the law. In this study 
we fulfill such an analysis with the purpose to underline the multiple theoretical 
significances due to this concept, but also the relationship between the juridical 
principles and norms, respectively the normative value of the principle of the law. 
Thus are being materialized extensive references to the philosophical and juridical 
doctrine in the matter. This study is a pleading to refer to the principles, in the work 
for the law’s creation and applying. Starting with the difference between “given” and 
‘constructed” we propose the distinction between the “metaphysical principles” 
outside the law, which by their contents have philosophical significances, and the

the law maker, but also of the expert to refer to the principles in the work of 
legislation, interpretation and applying of the law. Arguments are brought for the 
updating, in certain limits, the justice – naturalistic concepts in the law.

The writer makes claims about 
Moldovan’s nature and their level of education, about the status of women. The 
writer also refers to the religious and literary context of Moldova. "The Description of 
Moldova" is a valuable achievement for its time and with strong echoes to this day.

The Moral Dimension of Dimitrie Cantemir’s Thinking Reflected in The Divan 
or The Wise Man’s Parley with the World

Abstract: Dimitrie Cantemir was interested in philosophy, attracted to the 
rationalist metaphysics and stoic moral, but he maintained a main theological 
perspective on the world and was always sensitive to the accuracy of these 
teachings. In any of his writings, he thinks and expresses himself as a moralist,that is 
as a careful analyser of people's lives, deeply concerned about the human condition 
and its meaning during man’s brief "passage" on earth. In The Divan, the author 
made a thorough analysis of the world in the spirit of the Holy Scripture, giving an 
insight of the biblical text by means of some remarkable personal reflections.  Thus, 
through the voice of the Ecclesiastus from the Holy Scripture, he asserts that the 
world boasts with its arrogance, wealth and beauties. But the voice of the wise man, 
draws our attention to the ephemeral nature of the empirical, material realities. Even 
the power and glory of the world become "insult and defamation". However, the 
wise man says that only by the light of faith one can get to the truth, as the ultimate 
sense of existence, exceeding the limits and constraints of the human condition. We 
can notice in The Divan Cantemir’s tendency  o paraphrase the Saint Apostle Paul’s 
epistles, structuring his work in a kind of applied manual of ethics.
